• Waters that flow into, within 
or through the NWT are 
substantially unaltered in 
quality, quantity and rates of 
flow; 

• Residents have access to safe, 
clean and plentiful drinking 
water at all times; 

• Aquatic ecosystems are 
healthy and diverse; 

• Residents can rely on their 
water to sustain their 
communities and economies; 

• Residents are involved in and 
knowledgeable about water 
stewardship; and

• All those making water 
stewardship decisions work 
together to communicate and 
share information
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Water Strategy Principles

Sustainability
Water stewardship decisions 
sustain healthy and diverse aquatic 
ecosystems over time. 

Responsibility
Water stewardship is a collective 
responsibility.

Knowledge
Water stewardship decisions are 
based on accurate and up-to-date 
traditional, local and western 
scientific knowledge.

Respect
Water stewardship decisions 
respect the values held and various 
lifestyles chosen by NWT 
residents.

Accountability
Water stewardship decisions are 
made in an informed, 
transparent and participatory
